In our 2010 fiscal year, the shelter 

took in 328 dogs, 1,076 cats, and 

53 small animals ς a total 1,457 

lost, abandoned, and abused 

pets.  

There were many happy tails in 

2010! We saw 143 dogs adopted 

into new homes as well as many 

more reunited with their owners 

after spending a short time with 

us as a stray. We also found 

homes for 712 cats and 42 small 

animals.

Education/Outreach 
It is our belief that education is the key to preventing cruelty to animals and will be the solution 
to the problem of animal overpopulation.  The shelter regularly participates in community events 
at which we distribute educational materials. 
 
Pet Therapy 
Our Pet Therapy Program travels to hospitals, nursing homes and other care facilities that are

been certified to participate in pet therapy programs. 
 
Foster Homes 
Volunteers provide safe, temporary loving homes to new mother cats and their kittens, orphaned 
kittens, and occasionally puppies too young for adoption.  Foster homes provide socialization and 
ƛƴŎǊŜŀǎŜ ŀƴ ŀƴƛƳŀƭΩǎ ŎƘŀƴŎŜ ƻŦ ōŜƛƴƎ adopted. 
 
Rabies Clinic 
In the spring, we host a low-cost rabies and microchip clinic for the public.  Concord residents 
may also obtain dog licenses at the clinic. 
 
Sadie Program 
The relationship between neglect and abuse of children and the neglect and abuse of animals has 
been thoroughly documented.  The Sadie Program pairs children at risk with dogs that need basic 
social skills in order to increase their chances of adoption.  The experience gives the young people 
a sense of pride and accomplishment that they need during this period in their lives. 
 
Reading Tails 
Children who need a little extra help with reading skills are given the opportunity to share a book 
with a registered pet therapy dog and their owner. Reading to a dog in a non-judgmental

Pet Food Pantry 
We offer a pet food pantry for pet owners who need temporary assistance with providing food 
for their pets.  
 
Alice J. Reen Emergency Fund 
Through a grant from the Alice J. Reen Charitable Trust, the shelter administers a stipend 
program to assist low-income pet owners in need of veterinary care for their severely ill or 
injured pets.
